Welcome to our guide of all that’s going on at St Peter’s 
over in the first four months of the year. As we prepare 
for wintry days to lengthen, we turn from our 
celebration of the life of God in Christ at Christmas, 
towards the new life offered to us at Easter. 

We begin the year with our celebration of Epiphany on 
Sunday 5th January at 10am. During this service we 
bless and distribute chalk to be used for the blessing of 
our homes, using the initials of the three magi C + M + 
B which also stand for ‘Christ bless this house’. 

Their journey is the subject of T. S. Eliot’s poem, 
Journey of the Magi. This haunting poem explores the 
themes of encountering the new and the foreign, as a 
means to explore the transformation that occurs when 
we encounter Christ. 

Later in the year, we begin our journey through Lent, 
an opportunity to encounter Christ afresh and be 
transformed anew. Our Holy Week preacher this year is 
the Fr Victor Stock, former Dean of Guildford, who 
leads us through our commemoration of Jesus’ death 
during Holy Week and our celebration of the 
Resurrection at Easter.  

There’s a also host of activities included 
in this calendar, all of which are a sign 
of the Risen life we enjoy here at St 
Peter’s. Come along and get involved!
